In case of emergency, contact to the Monitoring Centers 
of Bosch Communication Center is made immediately, 
help is alerted and contingency measures are taken at 
once. State-of-the art navigation technology helps to 
determine your exact location. It is possible to locate  
a person or an object accurate to within a few meters 
thanks to GPS, a satellite-based system. 

Mobile Security services can be provided with a large 
number of end devices: from an emergency cell phone 
with the simplest usage philosophy to multi-functional 

phones for complex applications right through to 
compact installation units for vehicles and other  
mobile objects.

Many roads lead to security
Contact with the Bosch Communication Center’s 
Monitoring Centers forms the basis for a whole range  
of mobile protection functions: tracking, for example, 
makes it possible to determine your position precisely. 
Predetermined areas can be monitored as Go Areas or 
No Go Areas (Geofencing). Active positioning provides 
authorized third parties quickly with reliable information 
about the location of persons and objects. Additionally 
the Position Lock Alarm is triggered as soon as an object 
moves away from a location without permission. It is 
possible to integrate a huge number of other events 
within the framework of Mobile Security – from recording 
the opening of doors or docking/undocking of trailers 
right through to temperature range monitoring. Not to 
mention the web portal, the online system for displaying 
the location of a unit on a map.
